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7.5 Transition Policy

We will support the children in our care during the transition from our setting to another and from our setting to Primary School.

We will do this during the last half term before they leave by;
· Using stories about starting school
· Looking at photos of the school environment and focusing on the similarities with pre-school
· Contacting the new setting with information about the child and their progress. (With parental permission)
· Forwarding our Progress Tracker for that child with Next Steps in Learning, and their report to their new school
· Show the children photos of their new school and talk about the similarities and differences between this setting and their new school
· Teach the children new vocabulary eg. Assembly, classroom, office, PE etc.
· Have uniform/ lunch boxes/ PE kits/ Book bags for the children to try on and role play being at their new school.
· Arrange staff swaps with our adjoining school to help children to familiarize themselves with new adults.
· Take small groups down to Reception area for play sessions.
· Liaise with the Early Years team of the schools the children will be moving on to and discuss individual children.
· Take the children to the school for informal visits when possible
· Invite Early Years staff from the Primary Schools to visit us.
· Provide advice and information to parents and talk through any worries they may have.
· Organise Transition meetings with the school SENCO for the parents/carers of any children with Additional Needs in order to share information and for parents to ask any questions they may have.
